AP enrollment is limited; students need teacher pre-approval; may only take more than 3 each year with special permission. 

Grade Point Average (GPA): Student GPAs are calculated at the end of each semester (August-December and January-May). Rosslyn 
students are not ranked, as small class sizes may mean significant differences in rank. The curriculum is academically rigorous and targets 
college preparation. Typically, more than 95% of those who graduate from Rosslyn Academy will attend university. Most will go to the US, 
Canada, the UK, or South Korea for further studies.

Because we are a college-preparatory school, Rosslyn has fairly stringent admissions policies. Students must display satisfactory academic 
records, typically at or above a ?C? average if coming from North American schools.  All students coming from non-North American school 
systems are required to take an admissions test and must demonstrate a certain level of proficiency in reading, language skills, and math. 
We do not admit students into grade 12 coming from non-North American school systems. Students must also demonstrate a history of 
acceptable social and moral behaviors. Acceptance rate into Rosslyn for the 2022-23 year was approximately 70%, but varies from year to 
year.
